WELCOME TO VANDAL LIVING!

New student move-in day will be taking place on August 14 from 8 a.m. -4:30 p.m. In order to help make your move-in smooth,
students are required to sign up for a check-in time slot. Time slots start at 8 a.m. and run every half hour until 4:30 p.m. Sign-up
for your timeslot on the Housing Portal at iwanthousing.uidaho.edu through your housing application. Each hall has a different
check-in location (see map on page 3) to allow students to park and unload closer to their building.

These parking lots
are adjacent to the residence halls and will be marked (See
map).

Students living in residence halls can choose between a
Silver or Economy permit. NCC residents who wish to park
overnight at NCC should choose the NCC parking permit,
which will also be valid for daytime parking in Blue lots.
NCC residents are also eligible to purchase an Orange or
Red permit.

To ensure your card is available for check-in, any cards
ordered after August 1 will be held for pick up on move-in
day (see attached map).

Our Academic Peer Mentors are student
leaders with high academic standing who
assist students living in our first-year
communities.
